●​ screen children for learning and developmental differences or interpret outside 
assessments  

●​ collaborate and partner with teachers to communicate student needs and progress; 
recommend outside testing, tutoring, or other indicated special services; and provide 
case management by partnering with teachers and families

●​ Oversee recess or lunch duties as assigned 
●​ Attend all staff meetings 
●​ Engage in professional development and in the SFS professional growth and learning
